Wausau—Audiences  served  Oasis  Theater
Ensemble its 5th consecutive moving violation for
“moving” drama to new levels of integrity with its
Sept. 2009 production of The Crucible. The
Wausau group of veteran performers and
production staff is dedicated to presenting quality
theatrical literature that challenges the mind,
touches the heart, and tickles the sense of humor.
Oasis has a long history of moving violations,
dating back to its formation in 2007.

The ensemble’s premiere presentation, Tartuffe
earned  Oasis its first violation for moving
audiences to laughter, along with a well deserved
HUBBA (Hilarious Undergarment Bit Brilliantly
Accomplished) for the infamous “table scene.”
Since then, audiences have deemed it fitting to
cite all QOasis productions, including 7The Glass

Menagerie, Blithe Spirit, and Steel Magnolias for
everything from moving audiences to tears, to moving
them to a deeper understanding and appreciation of
the power of quality dramatic production and
performance. An QOasis representative stated in a
recent interview that the ensemble has no intention of
changing its unique offering of classic dramatic
literature or its ensemble format which allows
participants to develop skills in all areas of theater
production.  On the contrary, the group hopes this
series of moving violations will leave audiences no
recourse but to cite the group with an ENCORE
(Entertainment that is Noteworthy, Consistently
Outstanding, and Relentlessly Engaging)
